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Analysis:

The applicant is the owner of the property in question. The property is a portion
of lot 2 of Clown Cove Estate and is designated with the physical address 4895
Pennel Lane.

The applicants are requesting a variance to replace the existing mobile home with
a new house structure. As you can see on the site plan, the new structure is
proposed to be one (1°) foot from the front property line, eight tenths (.8”) of a
foot from the west side property line, and three and six tenths (3.6”) feet from the
rear property line. Approval of the requested variance will allow the city to issue a
legal building permit to construct the addition as per the submitted site plan. In
the R-1b zone, the minimum required front yard setback is twenty-five (25°) feet
from the front property line and the side yard setback requirement is ten (10°) feet
from the side property line.

It is worth noting that the proposed structure improves the non-conforming issues
that exist with the current structure in which portions of it encroach over the
property lines in both the front and rear of the lot. The proposed structure falls
completely on the applicant’s property and allows for the creation of two parking
spaces, on their property, as opposed to parking in the Pennel Lane Right of Way
or on the neighbor’s property as they currently are forced to do.

Of course, if approved the addition cannot be built on or over any public utilities
or easements.

Department Comments:

It of course is up to this board to use the facts in this case along with any written or verbal
testimony and make the decision that is right.

If this request is approved, the following conditions shall apply:

1.

The structure must be built according to the submitted site plan.

2. A minimum construction easement of fifteen (15”) feet must be acquired from the

adjacent property to the west of the subject property. This easement must be
signed by all necessary property owners to make it legally executable and
recorded with Camden County.

Any expansion or significant change in the proposal shall require Board of
Adjustment approval.
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4. A building permit must be obtained for the new construction and all other zoning
codes be adhered to. The variance must be used within a year of the approval
date.

The applicant is the owner of the property in question. The property is a platted
lot designated as “Lot 1 of Frank Clark’s Subdivision” and is designated with the
physical address 4507 Cove Road.

The dwelling structure at the subject location was destroyed by fire in June of
2021. At the time it was destroyed, the dwelling was a legal non-conforming
structure. The applicants are requesting a variance from setback regulations to
rebuild the structure on the existing foundation. The applicants have had an
engineer do a structural evaluation of the existing foundation and it was found to
be capable of handling the new structure. That report and statement will be
submitted to the Building Official with the building permit application if the
requested variance is approved.

The applicant is requesting a variance to rebuild a dwelling on an existing
foundation that will be 6.25 ft. from the side property line and 23.88 ft. from the
rear property line at its closest point. Approval of the requested variance will
allow the city to issue a legal building permit to construct the dwelling as per the
submitted site plan. The minimum required side yard setback in the R-1a zone is
ten (10°) feet from the side property line and the required setback in the rear is
thirty (30’) feet from the lakeside property boundary.

The applicant was granted a variance by the Board of Zoning Adjustment in
December 2021, but failed to use the variance within a year which resulted in the
variance being cancelled. This is the reason that the applicant is before the Board
once again, requesting the same variance relief.

Of course, if approved the addition cannot be built on or over any public utilities
or easements.
